· See a video about baptism eg Beginnings programme in BBC 'Watch' series (if possible see a reenactment in local church)

· Identify some of the symbols used in the ceremony

· Discuss why a baptism ceremony is a special time in the life of a Christian

· Discuss special times in children’s own lives. Children to perform a role play about a special time in their own lives. Ask questions about the role play: When was it? What did you do? Why did you do it? (This could be based on only one aspect of the role play) Did you enjoy it? How did it make you feel? Was it special? Why was it important?

· Extension activity: Look at a picture of infant baptism and answer key questions about this ceremony: What is happening in the picture? How do you know that the baby is being baptised? Why is important for some Christians that the baby is being baptised? Children should also be able to explain the use of various objects in the picture related to baptism
