	· Recap on what ‘special’ means. Can children say which objects that are special to them and why – does this evoke a memory?

· Teacher uses an object shown last week and explains that s/he has lost it. Explore feelings with the children. Have they ever been lost? What does it feel like?  What does it feel like when they were found?
· Tell the story of Jesus in the temple. What did Mary and Joseph feel like when they lost Jesus? How did they feel when they found him in the Temple? Why did Jesus feel safe in the temple? How can we tell Jesus is special for Christian people from the story?

· Make a class collage of the scene, which shows everyone listening to young Jesus*

· Following the activity, children are asked a range of questions related to their picture. Children’s responses are scribed by the teacher


	Begin to describe their picture and identify who is lost.
	Describe their picture in more detail and explain how they would feel if they were lost?
	Describe their picture and how Jesus might have felt. Be able to articulate how they might have felt if they were in that situation themselves.
