KEY QUESTION: Why are stories about Muhammad special for Muslims?

	Context:
Why are stories about Muhammad special for Muslims and us?
    Show children a picture of a camel and talk about what sort of countries it comes from, and how hot these countries can be

    Explain that Muhammad is a special person to Muslims

    Share the story of the Crying Camel and talk about what special thing Muhammad did in the story. Ask key questions: How did Muhammad make things better? How did the camel owner change? Why did he change how he behaved? What is the story trying to tell us? (If children are unsure, ask What is the story trying to tell us about animals?)  Why do you think this is an important story? (If children are unsure, ask What have you learnt from this story?). If children evidently find these questions easy, some simpler questions can be left out

    Children could plan a presentation to another class about how it is important to be loving and kind to all creatures.  (This final activity is not necessary for the assessment but could be a useful indication of pupils who could be in the ‘some pupils could’ category).
