KEY QUESTION: What shapes the Jewish week?

	Context:
This task will take more than one session

· Children draw an image for ‘work’ and an image for ‘rest’, or collage pictures from magazines. Write a personal response to the difference between work and rest

· Present the children with different artefacts from the Friday night table and the havdala ceremony. In groups, children to focus on one artefact and record seven facts (eg it is metal). Group to suggest what it may be used for. Write three questions about their artefact to ask the visitor

· Invite a Jewish visitor into the class to talk about what Shabbat means to him/her, or e-mail questions to Jewish children in other schools

This may be a natural ending to the first session.

· At the beginning of the second lesson, recap what the visitor told the class. If necessary, watch a video about what Shabbat means to Jewish people. Discuss how the meal is made special eg blessings, way of lighting the candles, having the family together, different food, beginning Friday night (traditionally when three stars are in the sky) 

· Children to draw two pictures, one of the table with the special items used during the Friday night meal eg challah bread, candlesticks, kiddush cup, and one of the havdala ceremony eg spice box.

· Children to write a sentence about each artefact in their drawings  
· If time allows, make a presentation, based on the havdala (end of Shabbat) ceremony, to end the school week

	Draw pictures that include the main features of the Friday night meal and havdala ceremony. Explain two ways in which Shabbat is made special. 
	In addition to the requirements for level 2, explain the reason behind using four of the artefacts involved during Shabbat.
	In addition to level 3 requirements, the children should draw a table comparing what a Jewish child might do on Shabbat with a child who is not a member of the Jewish tradition. This could take the form of a table.
