	Context:

· Tell the children the story of King Solomon and the baby*

· Discuss what makes Solomon wise? Highlight the distinction between being wise as opposed to being clever, rich, old, well read etc, drawing on their experiences 

· In groups, identify a person in school who they consider to be wise and discuss what qualities that person has which makes him/her wise. Share their thoughts. Devise a class definition of what a wise person is. Compare with the dictionary definition

· Show the children a range of proverbs from various cultures and religions (see support material and the Redbridge RE Network website. You could also add others). Explore their meaning and how that relates to our own actions and experiences and those of others. Provide the children with an opportunity to decide whether they agree or disagree and their reasons

· In pairs/groups, children to discuss and decide what advice they would offer others to help guide them through their lives

· Using the following sentence starters or their own phrasing, children create their own wise words: ‘Always make sure you …’, ‘Never ... or….’, ‘Think about … and you will … ’, ‘Love is … ’, ‘Life is … so … .’, ‘Help … and …’
· Share their wise words, providing the children with an opportunity to suggest examples of relevant situations and to explain why they agree or disagree with the message
