KEY QUESTION: How would you create an ideal world?

	Context:
It is expected that this task would take around three sessions.

· Divide children into groups and ask each group to use drama to show how the world began. After two or three minutes stop the activity, asking if there were any problems and encouraging children to share what they were discussing. Establish that people have always asked questions about how the world began and why it is as it is and that different people have had different ideas, which are sometimes told as stories

· Put children into six groups. Give each group a version of a creation story (preferably use 3three stories: Genesis account, Hindu story and one other to avoid too much confusion and to allow for enough comparison later in session). Ask the groups to role play the account they have been given. 

· Focus on the Genesis account: retell to the children focusing on the exact sequence of events

· Children to retell story on story board (ICT could be used to create class book or display)

· Recap Genesis account. Who might believe in this version of creation?  Can we remember any of the other versions we role played? 
· Focus on a Hindu version of creation. Children to retell account.

· As a class, compare the Genesis and Hindu account – focusing on differences and similarities of certain aspects (eg Who is responsible for creation? How did it come about? In what order were things created? When did human beings appear?). Children to present as a table with the prompting questions down one side

· Discuss how the creation accounts might influence the actions of believer.

· Recap Hindu account of creation. Ask children to imagine they had the power to create a new world. It must be as perfect as possible. They must think what to put in and what to leave out. Children to write and draw features they would include and what they would leave out. To achieve levels 3 and 4, children must be able to justify their choices

· This can be developed into a display, using ICT to find images to accompany their ideas. Recap idea that different people have different ideas about creation and that we have only focused on a selection of these. Children to consider how they think the world was created and record independently. In order to achieve level 4, children should be able to state how their belief influences their actions towards others, the environment and other aspects of life

State how their belief of creation influences their actions towards others, the environment and other aspects of life.
