KEY QUESTION: What are the important themes in the story of the Exodus?

	Context:

What does freedom mean to me?

· Talk about the main themes that pupils see in the Exodus story, such as suffering, slavery, evil, leadership, God's power, freedom

· In groups, pupils freeze into tableaux showing each theme eg a still picture showing suffering in the    

     story, or a still picture showing slavery. Present these to the class. These tableaux could be photographed and used as a basis for writing.

· Show pictures representing entrapment; ask children What links all these pictures?  (If they can’t answer, introduce the picture of the man in prison and the monkey in the cage and ask What is the same about both of these pictures?  
· Ask questions: How do you think the people/creatures in the pictures feel? What does it feel like when we are not free?  What does it feel like to be trapped?  Introduce the concept of some children in other countries not being free to go to school. Ask What is it like to be free?  (If children find this hard, ask How do you feel when you have some free time?  Why?) Is everyone free?  (If children find this hard, ask Are you free all the time? Am I free all the time?)  
· Pupils draw a set of images of what freedom means and add a few words which help make sense of the images
· Look at another child’s piece. Together, devise an open-ended question relating to freedom that we could ask one of the characters/animals from the images. Swap work with one another – children to write questions about freedom to pose to a character in their partner’s images.
