KEY QUESTION: How might Christians try to be like Jesus in their lives?

	Context:
· Discuss how Christians might try to follow the teaching of Jesus in their lives. Discuss the difficulty in doing the right thing at times

· Look at Jesus’ famous summing up of the commandments: ‘You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind; and your neighbour as yourself’. Explore what the concept of ‘neighbour’ might mean in this context.

· Read together the story of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:9-37) pointing out that Jewish people and Samaritans were from different religious and racial groupings and kept separate. Stop at key points in the story to share ideas about what might happen. Focus on the priest – ask the children to explore his thoughts when he saw the Samaritan

· Drama activities on priest’s motivation (using one or both of these activities):

1) Thought bubbles – ask the children to make suggestions of priest’s thoughts in first person – thinking about his dilemma and why he did not help. Record on post-it notes and stick around an image of the injured man  

2) Conscience corridor – divide children into two groups. Stand each group in a line, facing each other. An adult, in role as priest, walks through the gap between the lines. As they walk past the children suggest what he might be thinking. Alternatively, one line of children suggests positive actions and the other suggest negative actions (the lines would then swap so all children have an opportunity to suggest both sides). If the children are able they can walk through the gap in pairs or individually
· Discuss why the Samaritan helped the man and their views about Jesus’ answer in verses 36-37. Talk about how the Samaritan showed mercy and kindness and is presented as a good neighbour

· Show children quotations: ‘You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your strength, and with all your mind; and your neighbour as yourself.’
· ‘This parable is about real life. In reality, people get robbed and beaten up. They also get ignored sometimes. At other times, they receive great kindness at personal cost. Both the kindness and the evil are real. Often, we concentrate on what is wrong with the world. Christians believe love is stronger than hatred and violence, because love comes from G-d.’

· Discuss the messages.

· Give the children a range of scenarios where it would be difficult for them to give help. Children to look at the scenario from the point of view of a Christian, and write a diary entry explaining the situation, their thoughts about it, what they did and why

· This activity should be followed up by inviting in a Christian who is involved with caring work to talk about how his/her faith affects his/her life and how he/she puts Jesus’ teachings into practice or cut out pictures from newspapers about problems in the world and talk about how Christians might respond to these problems. How might people from different religious traditions, or with no religious belief, respond?
