KEY QUESTION: Who has been the biggest influence on my life?          

	Context:

· Ask the children for examples of people who have had an influence on them in a positive way

· Remind the children that Muhammad has influenced how Muslims act and behave

· Ask the children to think about who they are and what is important to them

· In pairs, ask them to record the people that have helped to shape what they believe

· Teacher models a ‘Values Circle’ (a series of concentric circles) for themselves or another person. They should place themselves in the centre, with each surrounding circle representing one person that has influenced their life (up to five other circles)

· Children complete their own ‘Values Circle’ for themselves

· Each circle should include the name of the person and information about what they have taught them about what is important in life (eg words, pictures)
