	· Give pupils the list of statements (Curriculum Bank Rem Bk 2, p115). They must choose five that they feel are most important. They can add their own beliefs. They should then order their beliefs from the most to the least important. Then they can compare their list with a friend to see how they are similar and different

· Introduce the Muslim story of Bilal who was tortured for his beliefs but did not deny them. Read story (Curriculum Bank RE, Bk 2, p116). Listen to the adhan (call to prayer). Discuss these events the children: Why did Bilal stay under the rock and carry on saying that there was only one God? Why was Bilal chosen for the job of muezzin (the person who makes the call to prayer), other than for his voice? 
· Consider an extremely strong belief that the children hold (could be from first part of the session) – Present the children with a graded level of situations (from not sharing the belief with friends to life/death), if the belief was challenged. Identify how far the children would go to defend it. Discuss factors and influences that affect their convictions.

· The children should imagine that they have been invited onto a radio show about Bilal’s actions. They will be given time to prepare responses to the questions that the host will ask – questions to concentrate on the reasons for Bilal’s actions and how his example can affect their own decisions (see attached sheet) 
	Be able to answer the first four questions showing sensitivity in their responses to Bilal’s actions. 
	Be able to answer the first eight questions showing sensitivity to Bilal’s actions and reflecting upon their own beliefs and how far they would be prepared to stand up for them.

In addition, they should be able to answer questions 9-12, comparing points of similarity and difference between their own experience and that of others (either Bilal or another key person known to them).
