KEY QUESTION: What does prayer mean to Muslims?                

	Context:

· Show the children a video about prayer in Islam

· In pairs, children discuss and record the key points about why they think prayer is important to Muslims. Encourage the children to think about the previous knowledge they have gained about Islam eg prayer positions 

· Provide the children with the key question: Why is prayer important to a Muslim? and draw out the following points:

1) Brings people together with others

2) Way of showing submission to God.

3) Muslims are obeying what God wants them to do

· Ask the children, What helps Muslims to pray?, prompting them with the appropriate artefacts ( eg prayer mat, qibla compass). 

· Ask them to imagine that a school group is going to a mosque on a Friday to watch Muslims pray. Why are the Muslims they are observing doing what they are? What aids them in their prayer? 

· Individually, ask the children to write a guide for people who know nothing about Muslim prayer
