	In support material, this is final part of the lessons on Guru Nanak.

· Read the story of Malik Bhago and Lalo and brainstorm as a class the messages that they feel there are in the story. What is Guru Nanak teaching about life? Use questions to explore story and the levels of meaning within the story

· Focus on the themes of the story and how these would affect the actions of many Sikh believers today 

· Give children scenarios based on the themes that have been discussed. Children to demonstrate understanding of how a Sikh believer may respond in these situations, based on the teachings behind the story – they must be able to explain their decisions by referring back to the themes in the story

· Children to have list of values based on this story combined with some additional values (which are not demonstrated in the story). Draw a set of concentric circles, children to place the value they think is demonstrated most strongly in the story within the middle circle. Then place other values in order according to how strongly they are demonstrated within the story. The children should justify their choices

· At this stage it may be necessary to differentiate by activity. Those more able in RE should explore two other stories from faith traditions that provide guidance on how believers should act eg The Good Samaritan, Muhammad and the crying camel, Abraham and the idols. The children should identify the themes and values portrayed in these stories compared and contrasted with the story of Malik Bhago and Lalo. Create a table showing the similarities and differences. To consolidate the understanding of the rest of the class, the children should create scenarios based on the principal value (in the centre of their concentric circle), explaining how a Sikh believer may respond.
	Children to explain how a Sikh believer would respond in different scenarios, giving reasons related to the story.

(At level 2 this will be at a basic level)
	In addition to level 2 and 3 activity, children should identify values represented in the story and justify their prioritisation. 
	Create a table and complete showing a thorough understanding of values portrayed in stories from a number of different faith traditions.
