KEY QUESTION: What special role does the Guru Granth Sahib have in the gurdwara?

	Context:

Stage 1: Pre-visit

AIM: Using as many stimuli as possible, to raise questions about the special status of the Guru Granth Sahib in the gurdwara and how this is demonstrated.

· Look at static pictures, generating probing questions

· Look at moving images (eg Espresso CD Rom, Video) but with no commentary

· Explain the next stages:

During visit: identify answers to questions and raise more questions

After visit: to write a pamphlet of questions and answers for

future visitors.

· From the questions gathered, decide which ones are essential to ask during the visit (eg about people’s feelings) and how best to make sure that the visit achieves its purpose. (Each group might have a particular area of responsibility both during the visit and afterwards in feeding back to the rest of the class).

NB: Questions generated by the children could be passed on to the gurdwara hosts before the visit.

Stage 2: The visit (with a focus on understanding the special status of the Guru Granth Sahib and how this is demonstrated).

· On the visit, ideally the children should hear the Guru Granth Sahib being read, see the chauri being waved over the book, walk around the book to look at the pages and see the special cover, look at the room where the Guru Granth Sahib is kept, see people bowing before it etc.

Stage 3: Visit follow-up

· As a whole class, discuss what the children learnt about the special place of the Guru Granth Sahib and how this is demonstrated

· Children complete a pamphlet of questions and answers (including illustrations) to demonstrate their understanding

	Present a limited range of questions that demand simple, factual answers with little reference to underlying ideas eg

Q: Where is the Guru Granth Sahib kept at night?

A: The Guru Granth Sahib is kept in a special room each night.
	Present a range of questions, a proportion of which move beyond a demand for simple, factual answers and identify some underlying ideas eg

Q: Why is the Guru Granth Sahib carried to a special room at night?

A: The Guru Granth Sahib is placed in a room each night because it is treated as a special book.
	Present a wide range and variety of questions, many of which are probing and go beyond the simply observable. The answers reveal an understanding of what the Guru Granth Sahib means to Sikhs, explaining reasons and using technical terms accurately (eg chauri) eg

Q: Why is the Guru Granth Sahib carried to a special room at night?

A: The Guru Granth Sahib is carried to a special room each night and placed on a bed because, for Sikhs, it is honoured like a Guru.
