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Introduction
Since 1988, it has been a requirement that every local education authority (LEA) has a Standing Advisory Council on Religious Education (SACRE).

Though legislation sets out both the structure and the remit of a local SACRE – principally, overseeing religious education (RE) and collective worship - in practice every SACRE has developed its own particular style and character.

Redbridge SACRE, which begun its work in 1989, has certainly developed its own particular style and character as this report will testify.

Some of the notable features of SACRE’s work during 2002-3 are included in this report, namely:

· the publication of a new briefing paper (see 4.9f);

· the restructuring of its own meetings so that they encourage learning;

· surveying schools on visits to religious centres and their links with faith community visitors (see 4.4); 

· developing the RE Network website so as, for example, to include photographs of ‘Redbridge diversity’ (see Appendix 3); and

· planning for the introduction of a Faith Visitors Forum (see Appendix 4).

It is a legislative requirement that each SACRE produces an annual report of its work and that this is sent to the Qualifications and Curriculum Authority (QCA), to local schools and to other interested parties.

Foreword 
It is again my pleasure and privilege, as Chairman of Redbridge SACRE, to write the foreword to its latest annual report.

As this report will indicate, SACRE works at a number of levels.

At the most personal level, SACRE comprises a group of people who, with great enthusiasm and generosity of spirit, continue to support the cause of education and religious education in Redbridge. But, more than this, the group is an epitome of a ‘learning community’ that not only supports education but engages in learning itself. To encourage this further, SACRE meetings during 2002-3 have started with an activity – such as hearing from sixth formers about an RE-related project – that has fostered this growth in learning.

At a more public level, however, it is generally recognised that Redbridge SACRE has been a great force for good within Redbridge. Indeed, the quality of Redbridge’s SACRE’s work has been cited by the Director of Education and Lifelong Learning as a key feature of Redbridge’s Beacon Council status.

As such, I am immensely proud of my association with Redbridge SACRE and my sincere thanks go to SACRE members for their commitment, interest and service over the past year.

Religious Education





The locally agreed syllabus

1.1
The latest Redbridge agreed syllabus was launched in November 2001 and schools were expected to be implementing it fully from September 2002. 

1.2
Evidence which has been presented to SACRE during the year 2002-3, including relevant sections of OFSTED reports, suggests that the structure of the 2001 agreed syllabus is having a beneficial effect on the quality of RE in schools. This has been particularly so for Key Stages 1 and 2 where requirements were presented to schools in a much more clear and coherent fashion. At the meeting held in September 2002, for instance, it was reported that an infant school teacher has said that she had “never enjoyed teaching RE as much”. A complimentary letter, received from a teacher at Nightingale Primary School, was also read out at the November 2003 meeting.

Standards in religious education

1.3
Relevant sections of school OFSTED inspect reports were reviewed and discussed at SACRE meetings during the year.

1.4
Reports following the inspection of the following two primary schools were reviewed and discussed during the year:

· Farnham Green Primary School (inspected February 2002); and

· Nightingale Primary School (inspected June 2002).

1.5
Regarding standards and progress in these primary schools:

· in one, pupils were making good progress within each key stage, were achieving above the expectations indicated in the local agreed syllabus and RE was identified as a strength of the school; and
· in the other, pupils were making good progress within Key Stage 1 and achieving above local expectations by age seven; making satisfactory progress within Key Stage 2 and matching local expectations by age eleven. Standards and progress were directly related to overall quality of teaching at each key stage.
1.6 
Strong features of learning and teaching that were noted included:
· pupils being able to identify their own progress;
· opportunities to hear about faiths from the first hand experience of staff and pupils’ peers;
· additional support to pupils with SEN and EAL so that they make good progress;
· enthusiasm of pupils;
· pupils being able to express their views with confidence;
· availability of a good range and quality of resources;
· good pace to lessons through skilled questioning by teachers;
· teachers’ interest in the subject;
· effective use of drama;
· exploration of concepts such as ‘special’; and
· imaginative use of religious artifacts.
1.7
Weaknesses that were identified included:
· insufficient time for pupils to discuss their learning;
· insufficient time given to writing to reinforce writing skills throughout the school; and
· poor presentation in worksheets to act as a model for pupils.
1.8
In both of these primary schools, RE was judged to be well managed and there had been significant improvement in RE since the last inspection.

1.9
Reports following the inspection of the following four secondary schools were reviewed and discussed during the year:
· Wanstead High School (inspected November 2002).

· Beal High School (inspected December 2002);

· Loxford School of Science and Technology (inspected February 2003); and

· Valentines High School (inspected March 2003).
1.10
In general, inspectors judged that standards being achieved were usually good though sometimes satisfactory. However, a significant issue in three of the schools was that, though RE courses were being run at Key Stage 4, either not all students took part or there was insufficient time provided to meet the requirements of the agreed syllabus. These schools were therefore in breach of statutory requirements. 

1.11
Only one of the reports referred to post-16 RE where the school was judged to be meeting statutory requirements. However, at its meeting held in June 2003, SACRE members welcomed a group of sixth formers from Beal High School together with Ms Wilmot, Head of Sixth form. Ms Wilmot explained how the approach of the local agreed syllabus to RE post-16 had provided a catalyst for the school. Following discussions with Bill Gent, it was decided that the sixth form curriculum should provide students with the opportunity to explore their beliefs, values and identities in a medium of their own choice. The sixth formers attending the meeting then showed how they had approached this: two girls in terms of visual art and a group of boys in terms of Panjabi dance. It is intended that an outline of this approach to post-16 RE, together with examples of students’ work, be placed on the RE website.

1.12 
Strong features of learning and teaching that were noted in the secondary schools inspected included:
· students’ good response to challenging philosophical concepts;
· students respecting the views of their peers and their teachers;
· students working productively in pairs and small groups;
· promotion of evaluative and investigative skills;
· use of high quality video clips;
· close study of language which supports students’ literacy;
· lessons well planned;
· extension work provided for the gifted and talented;
· promotion of thinking skills by teachers;
· assessment and marking so that students know how to improve;
· very secure subject knowledge of teachers;
· high expectations by teachers;
· use of a range of extended writing tasks;
· fast pace to lessons so that students learn a lot in the time available; and
· relevance being drawn out to students’ own lives and experiences.
1.13
Weaknesses that were identified included:
· insufficient use of ICT to promote learning;

· marking sometimes giving insufficient guidance to students about how to improve;

· limited contact with faith communities in the area of the school;

· inconsistent use of recording and assessment procedures; and

· insufficient sharing of best practice.

1.14
Management of RE was judged to be good in two schools, satisfactory in the third but ineffective in the fourth in that a head of department was not currently in post. Many examples of improvement were cited though the issue of coverage at Key Stage 4 had in some cases being carried over from the previous inspection.

Methods of teaching, the choice of teaching materials, teacher training

1.15
Substantial support material (in terms of lesson-planning grids and accompanying notes) having been produced to support the local agreed syllabus at Key Stages 1 and 2, focus during 2002-3 was on:

· identifying (with the support of the BFSS National RE Centre at Brunel University) what further support is needed for RE at the Foundation Stage. Next year’s SACRE report will detail the results of this work; and

· designing (with the support of Claire Clinton, Independent RE Consultant) a Year 7 ‘transition unit’ which schools could use at the very beginning of their Key Stage 3 RE programmes. A copy of this unit was sent to schools in July 2003 and was also placed on the RE Network website.

1.16.
Given changes in LEA provision for RE (see last year’s report), there were fewer meetings and courses for teachers during the year. Those that were held included:

· Cluster group meetings for primary and secondary teachers – twilight meetings (Autumn Term 2002);

· National Holocaust Day: Support for schools ​– twilight meeting (January 2003);

· How might being Jewish affect how you live your life? – half-day course (May 2003); and

· Creating a Year 7 RE bridging unit – half-day course (July 2003).

1.17
A number of teachers and SACRE members participated in Redbridge REview Group activities during the year. The REview Group has been existence for many years and provides an opportunity for teachers and SACRE members to collaborate in developing further RE support material. During the process of a developing a new local agreed syllabus, it has been the REview group that has produced draft material to be considered by the Agreed Syllabus Conference. During 2002-3, REview Group members took part in two Friday evening/Saturday residentials (October 2002 and May 2003) in order to develop material to support the local agreed syllabus

1.18
In addition, Bill Gent, Advisory Service member with responsibility for RE, led RE-related inservice work or made visits for RE-related meetings in a number of schools during the year.



Complaints concerning religious education

1.19
No formal complaints were made about religious education under the local statutory complaints procedure during 2002-3.

Collective worship


Advice on collective worship

2.1
No further formal advice on collective worship was issued during the year.

2.2
An edition of the publication Gatherings, successor to Assembly Bulletin, was produced for each of the school terms covered in this report. The first section of this publication provides subscribing schools with a week-by-week listing of notable festivals, anniversaries and events that might be referred to in assembly and collective worship. Further sections include reviews of recent publications and articles, many of which are then placed on the RE Network website. Many Redbridge schools subscribe to this publication together with a significant number in other parts of the country.

Determinations

2.3
No requests for determinations relating to the nature of collective worship were received during the year.

3
Links with other agencies


National 

3.1
Redbridge SACRE is a member of the National Association of SACREs (NASACRE). The occasional newsletter produced by this association was distributed to SACRE members in order to provide information about what was happening in SACREs nationwide.

Local

3.2
SACRE has maintained links with a number of local organizations. A SACRE member, for example, also serves as Chair of the Redbridge Council of Faiths.

4
Other issues   

Support for RE in the London Borough of Redbridge

4.1
Following the discussions that took place during 2001-2 on the consequences for RE of the reorganization of the Advisory Service, 2002-3 was, in many ways, a transitional year for RE in Redbridge. 

4.2
It became clear during the year that:

· the limited time which the member of the Advisory Service with responsibility for RE could devote to RE was resulting in a reduced service for RE. Fewer RE-related courses and meetings were held during the year, for example. Again, the proposal that annual SACRE awards be awarded to pupils or groups of pupils who have made a contribution to understanding of spiritual development, RE or collective worship could not be implemented; and

· the appointment of a RE Teacher Consultant for one day each week was providing high quality support (see appendix 3).

4.3
In order to create an effective web of support for RE, the feasibility of having Advanced Skills Teachers for RE was discussed during the year. The next annual report will detail the practical outcomes of this.

4.4
During 2002-3, three SACRE members in Committee A - Revd Keith Underhill, Carol Khorsandyon and Imam Haroon Rashid – exercised a coordinating role in maintaining and developing links with local faith communities. This work included:

· sending a questionnaire to all schools asking them for details of RE-related visits and visitors and for thoughts on what made successful visits and visitors; and

· planning a Redbridge Faith Visitors Faith Forum to begin from September 2003 (see appendix 4).  


The annual SACRE lecture

4.5
The 2002 SACRE lecture, the twelfth in the series, was held on the evening of Tuesday 8 October. The lecture itself, on ‘Literature, Education and the Human Spirit’ was given by Aidan Chambers, the well-known author and recipient of that year’s prestigious Hans Christian Anderson Award for Children’s Fiction. SACRE was grateful to Aidan Chambers for waiving his fee for the lecture.

4.6
This year, the lecture was the focal-point of a larger ‘event’ including a number of cultural items that represented the diversity of Redbridge life. 

4.7
Those who attended the event represented local faith communities, the Education Service and other educational organisations (including the Qualifications and Curriculum Authority). 


The Redbridge RE Network website

4.8
This website was created during the year 1998-9 in order to provide a link between schools and all others interested in the interplay between religion and education. It is regularly noted as one of the key national RE sites. (For a brief account of website developments during the year 2002-3, see appendix 5)

SACRE briefing paper 4: Muslim Madrasahs in Redbridge

4.9
Redbridge SACRE has long been aware that religious and cultural issues can impinge, to a greater or lesser degree, on the life of schools in Redbridge. It is also aware that headteachers, in particular, can find making a response perplexing because of a lack of background knowledge and understanding.

4.10
SACRE briefing papers are designed to provide a context of knowledge and understanding within which schools can make appropriate and sensitive responses to cultural and religious issues. Briefing papers 1 to 3 – Ramadan and Its Implications for Schools, Jehovah’s Witnesses and the School, and Sikh Appearance and Identity – were written in response to questions raised by schools. The working groups that produced the draft material, then to be agreed by SACRE itself, consisted both of SACRE members and representatives of the relevant religious community.

4.11
Unlike the previous three briefing papers, the fourth was not the product of a SACRE working party as such. Rather, it was the work of an LEA-Mosque Schools group that began meeting in order to develop an understanding of the world of Muslim supplementary education: it has been estimated that well over a thousand Muslim pupils in Redbridge go to mosque classes following school each weekday.  

4.12
After rigorous discussion by SACRE members, it was decided that the briefing paper Muslim Madrasahs in Redbridge should be:

· issued as SACRE briefing paper 4; and

· distributed not only to schools but also to Redbridge mosques.

4.13
The texts of all SACRE briefing papers can be found on the RE Network website.


The Godly Play Project

4.14
Three members of the Redbridge RE community – Revd Keith Underhill (SACRE Committee A), Jo Bowditch (SACRE Committee C and Fairlop Primary School) and Lynne Carroll (Gilbert Colvin Primary School) – are involved in this national project that was set up by the National Society. (For a brief account of the project and Redbridge involvement during the year 2002-3, see appendix 6)


‘SACREs Making a Difference’ Forum: June 2003

4.15
Two members of Redbridge SACRE (Revd Keith Underhill and Imam Haroon Rashid Patel), together with Bill Gent, were invited to speak at a forum held for six SACREs at Easthampsted Park Education Centre on 19 June 2003. Bill Gent outlined the history of Redbridge SACRE, Keith Underhill spoke about the planned Faith Visitors Forum and Imam Haroon about the SACRE briefing paper, Muslim Madrasahs in Redbridge.


Redbridge success in the national Spirited Arts competition

4.16
Spirited Arts was a national RE and Art competition sponsored by the Professional Council for Religious Education (PCfRE) and RE Today Services. Schools could submit pupils’ work under several categories.

4.17
Year 9 and 10 students from Little Heath Foundation School in Redbridge were amongst the winners, being the only special school and the only London school to win. The winning entries by four Little Heath students, on the theme ‘The turning-point of the story’, can be viewed on the website www.pcfre.org.uk/spiritedarts/schools.html. Background notes can also be found on the Redbridge RE Network website.

Appendix 2

Redbridge SACRE Terms of Reference

1.1
To advise the local education authority (LEA) upon such matters connected with collective worship in county schools and the religious education to be given in accordance with the Agreed Syllabus (including methods of teaching, choice of teaching material and the provision of training for teachers) as the LEA may refer to SACRE or as SACRE may see fit.

1.2
To advise on the effective and creative implementation of the collective worship requirements of the Education Act 1996 and to consider requests by schools for determinations.

1.3
To encourage the implementation of the Agreed Syllabus and in this regard to monitor the production of teaching resources and support material.

1.4
To support the LEA in reviewing provision for religious education and collective worship in county schools within the Borough.

1.5
To disseminate an understanding of the educational role of religious education and collective worship and to encourage the active involvement of local religious groups and organisations.

1.6
To keep under review the effectiveness and appropriateness of the Agreed Syllabus until such time (and no later than five years after the publication of the last agreed syllabus) it decides to require the LEA to convene an Agreed Syllabus Conference to institute a formal review.

1.7
To sponsor or support any activity or project which it deems to be consistent with the other terms of reference listed above.

1.8
To strive, in its own working and style, to be a model of co-operation between people of varying religious, political and educational backgrounds.

1.9
To publish an annual report on its work specifying any matters on which it has advised the LEA, broadly describing the nature of that advice, and setting out the reasons for offering advice on any matters which were not referred to it in the first place by the LEA.

1.10
To send its annual report to the Schools Curriculum and Assessment Authority* by 30 December each year as well as to local schools and other persons and organisations as it sees fit.

Appendix 3

The work of the RE Teacher Consultant

The planning material that was produced to support agreed syllabus RE at Key Stages 1 and 2 is now accessible through the RE Network website. Indications are that it has continued to raise standards of teaching and learning in Redbridge schools. 

In my own work, I have now focused on using our multi-faith, multi-ethnic community as a resource for RE. I have helped develop stimulating visual materials for our schools to use. Our bank of images of visits to places of worship in the borough has grown in the RE website. Under the heading of Diverse Redbridge, I developed a slide show of images of the borough which were used at the summer borough Faith Forum conference. They have also been used with trainee teachers visiting the borough to experience a multi-cultural community.  

Details of training opportunities, such as the Farmington Fellowship, have been publicised on our website. 

The publication Gatherings has developed into a more colourful and wide-ranging publication. Front covers show eye-catching photographs – such as our Diwali image of a Redbridge teacher holding a tray of diwas and the stained glass classroom windows at Clore Tikva Primary School.  Many more contemporary dates and events have been added to the database and Bill Gent, with whom I work closely, has commissioned some thought-provoking articles, including Geoffrey Court’s The Teacher as Host. However, there is still a need to increase subscriptions to match the time and energy spent on the publication. 

As well as other responsibilities during the year, in May 2003 I also completed a document on protocols for visiting places of worship. This will be made available to schools in the near future.

Appendix 4

The Faith Visitors Forum: a new SACRE initiative

The SACRE Faith Visitors Forum is a new initiative that recognises that there are many faith visitors who play an active part in enhancing pupils’ experiences of religious education, both through their input into school or class-based activities as well as hosting school visits to their respective places of worship.

Such relationships and encounters are at the heart of our agreed syllabus and are actively encouraged. They not only benefit the teaching of RE, but also help to build up a sense of understanding and trust between the various faith and school communities. Just as importantly, these contacts are a positive example of a generosity of spirit and of co-operation in a world that is often sadly lacking such examples.

The Faith Visitors Forum is an attempt to build on this excellent work and to become both a support network for those involved as well as a useful resource for schools. It is envisaged that the Forum will be a place where good practice can be shared and where ideas and experiences can  be discussed and training provided.

The Forum is in its early stages, but already a network is beginning to develop and a second meeting arranged. Incidentally, the Chair of another SACRE has decided to explore this area after having heard of this Redbridge initiative!

Appendix 5

The Redbridge RE Network website, 2002-3

The Redbridge RE Network Website has gone from strength to strength this year, and is receiving more hits than ever.  One of the popular areas has been the support material for the Agreed Syllabus in Key Stages 1 & 2 which visitors have found useful.  These are downloadable in Word document format or viewable online.

We still get requests from RE students – both at school or studying to become teachers – and try to point them in the right direction if we do not have the information ourselves.  Help with assembly material is particularly popular with teachers.

Other elements which have been added are the Community and Activities pages.  These allow the display of pictures from various events around the Borough and add a lighter touch to what could otherwise be a rather dry site.

Pictures from visits to local places of worship continue to be popular, and the quality has improved as better cameras have been employed.  Our Gallery page has been expanded with images from the Agreed Syllabus and elsewhere, accompanied by a familiar haunting tune!

We also get requests from publishers and other websites for permission to use some of our work.  We are usually happy to oblige providing credit is given to the author and the site.  This alone is a reflection of the quality of the material on the site.

A site search engine has also been added so that our material may be found more easily.  We are sent a report of words searched for, which helps the Webteam to see what people want when they visit the site.

Appendix 6

The Godly Play Project, 2002-3
 

Godly Play is a way of teaching RE through the telling of stories. It uses materials and objects to enhance children’s understanding of Christian stories whilst allowing the imagination to flourish. The approach has been developed by Jerome Berryman, an American Episcopalian Minister.

Over the last two years, Lynne Carroll at Gilbert Colvin Primary School and I (at Fairlop Primary), with the support of Keith Underhill, have been trialling the Godly Play method as part of a national project. We have all felt that this approach of teaching stories to children of all ages is very successful. The school day is extremely busy and pressured but Godly Play allows children to stop and reflect for a short period of time. The story itself allows children to daydream, to question and to imagine being part of the story. The wondering questions at the end encourage children to reflect upon their own spirituality and give the class freedom to think deeply upon their feelings and opinions.

As a teacher, I have found this project very inspiring and it has made me think carefully about how important it is for children to be given opportunities to wonder, reflect and express their own thoughts and feelings. The artwork at the end of the sessions shows how much the pupils have enjoyed Godly Play. The work also portrays a real understanding of themselves and the world around them. The project has allowed me to find out more about my children and how they think, question and respond to stories and situations.

At Fairlop Primary School, Keith Underhill and I held a whole staff INSET session and teachers were very excited by this new approach. I have started to incorporate Godly Play into the RE scheme of work and this has been well received by both staff and children.

The last two years have been extremely enjoyable for me and I feel grateful to have been a part of this national project. I look forward to seeing Godly Play grow throughout Redbridge and would be happy to share Jerome Berryman’s work with others.
